Ge neral            

As this is the 7th year of the Summer Classic, entry is 
limited to the first 46 teams or until the field is 
divisible by 6 for fighting pursposes.

Entrants must be male, amateur contestants, 18 years 
of age or older.

Play of course, is at scratch.

Remember, the entry fee must accompany the 
application to be assured for consideration.

To assist you in planning for the future Summer 
Classic Tournaments, Pine Meadows Golf Complex has 
established the 1st weekend in July of each year as the 
permanent dates for the Pine Meadows Golf Complex 
Summer Classic (2012 dates: July 6, 7, and 8).

Schedule and Plan of Tournament

1. The Summer Classic will be a Four Ball Match Play 
tournament. A qualifying round will be played on Fri-
day, July 1st to determine flights for match play. 
The qualifying times will be between 10:00 am and 
4:00 pm. Each team must play in the qualifying round 
to play the weekend.

2. The qualifying round will put each team in a flight 
for the weekend.

3. The Summer Classic, including the qualifying 
rounds, will be played over three days. The 
Championship, First, and possibly Second flights will 
have eight teams in it. All other flights will have six 
teams to a flight.

4. For the Championship, First, and Second flights, 
you will play the qualifying round, 36 holes on 
Saturday and 18 holes on Sunday. All other flights will 
play the qualifying round, 27 holes on Saturday and 18 
holes on Sunday.

5. For the first two flights (and possibly third flights), 
your matches will be 18 hold matches. For all other 
flights, you will play five 9 hole matches (round robin 
in your flight). The winning team in each flight will be 
the team with the best record.

6. The entry deadline is June 22, 2011. The field will be 
determined by the committee, with points assigned for 
previous participants or application.

Prizes

Prizes will be awarded to the first three teams in each 
flight. The overall champions will be the winning team 
in the Championship flight.

Many additional prizes will be awarded, most for 
“on-course” contests during the qualifying round. 

The total prize list is in excess of $4,000 (based on a 
full field of 58 teams).

Entrants shall apply on form attached.

For members of Pine Meadows Golf Complex, the 
cost is $120 per player ($240/team). For Pine Meadows 
Golf Complex Players Club Members, the cost is $140 
per player ($280/team). For non-members of 
Pine Meadows Golf Complex, the cost is $165 per 
person (or $330/team). The entry fee includes a       dinner 
option for Saturday night or Sunday afternoon. We 
hope that you’ll invite your wife or friend to attend the 
dinner. Additional tickets are $20 per person. Please 
indicate the number of guests on the entry form and 
submit the additional fee. Also included in your entry 
fee will  be a buffet style lunch between your rounds 
on Saturday. The entry fee must accompany the entry 
form to be assured of consideration.

Carts            

All participants must take a cart. The cart fee is 
already included in the entry fee. This fee covers cart 
prices for Friday, Saturday, and Sunday.

Carts are to be occupied by no more than two people 
and must be returned to the proshop areas 
immediately upon completion of play.

Carts must be kept on roads or paths where available; 
otherwise, in rough areas. Fairways may be crossed 
at a 90º angle only.

Rules governing golf cart operators must be strictly 
observed.

Con dition s            

The Classic Committee reserves the right to alter any 
of the conditions and schedules herein. The decision of 
the Classic Committee in any matter shall be final. The 
right to reject any entry is also reserved. In such case, 
the entry fee will be refunded.

There can be no substitution of a team member after 
June 29. After that date, alternate teams will be 
selected based upon point standing and availability.

Rules of Play and Local Rules            

1. All play will be governed by U.S.G.A. Rules and the 
Local Rules in effect at time of tournament. To assist 
players, however, the Classic Committee has tried to 
answer most questions pertinent to our course.

2. Service Roads: A ball coming to rest in a service 
road may be lifted and dropped with one clublength of 
the nearest boundary of the service road which is not 
nearer the hold.

3. Blue stakes or white cirlces denote free drop areas. 
Drop so as to preserve line of flight, within one 
club-length, no closer to hole. No penalty.

4. If any question exists and an immediate ruling is 
impractical, play a provisional ball– continue play of 
both balls, and then seek a ruling from the committee.

5. Your team should report to the registration table at 
least one half-hour prior to scheduled tee-off time on 
Saturday morning.

General Information            

All club facilities are open to participants and their 
families on Friday, Saturday, and Sunday.

There will be 2 options for your meal, 
Saturday evening or Sunday aftenoon.

Dress is informal for Saturday Night Dinner.

Lunch will be provided for the tournament players 
between rounds on Saturday.
